The Palatucci Advocacy Leadership Forum blends media skills
development with grassroots legislative advocacy training. Over
the course of four days, 2007 participants developed advocacy
action plans on topics of their choice - based on the healthcare
challenges they face where they live and practice. They identi-
fied precise goals as well as the target audiences, resources,
target dates, and milestones that related to each goal. These
action plans will serve as the advocates' road maps throughout
2007.

Action plans developed by the class of 2007 covered many
issues including: creating State Neurological Societies in Ken-
tucky and lowa, increasing patients' access to Anticonvulsant
drugs, upgrading

telemedicine networks in rural areas to improve stroke care and
prevention, advocating for the passage of the ALS Registry Act
by Congress, and many more. Fourteen previous Forum gradu-
ates returned as advisors to help coach the new advocates
through the action planning process.
