A record number of AAN members from 38 states visited
Washington, DC this spring to advocate on behalf of the AAN'’s
top priority issues: Medicare physician reimbursement (SGR),
increased funding for National Institutes of Health (NIH) and
National Institutes of Neurological Disease and Stroke (NINDS),
embryonic stem cell research, and access to better care for
veterans with traumatic brain injury. Through their important
advocacy work, these members helped to educate lawmakers
about the needs of Americans affected with Neurological
disease.

During the first day of the event participants received training
focused on the advocacy issues. The following day, they were
addressed by Senator Amy Klobuchar (D-MN) and Senator Ron
Wyden (D-OR) during the kick-off Congressional breakfast.
