“This award recognizes Dr. Hafler's contributions to our understanding of immunological
and genetic influences on the disease. Dr. Hafler's work has contributed to our
understanding of T cell recognition of myelin epitopes, the presence of activated myelin
reactive T cells in the circulation of MS patients, and deficiencies of regulatory T cells in
patients with multiple sclerosis. He is an important organizer and contributor to the search
for genetic factors influencing the occurrence of MS, including the recently discovered

association of genes for the IL2 receptor and IL7 receptor. He has trained more than
50 postdoctoral fellows, many of whom have themselves become prominent in the field.”
